Louisiana Tech, playing the toughest schedule

ever faced by a Gulf States Conference team, had

a disappointing 1966 football season, winning only

one of 10 games and finishing in a tie for fifth in

the GSC with a 1-4 mark.

The Bulldogs played eight road games and only

two at compact Tech Stadium and the caliber of

the opposition was top-notch. Included were major-

college powers Southern Mississippi and Alabama

and nationally-ranked small-college teams North-

western State and Arkansas State plus the arch-

rival league clubs.

The Techmen set a conference record for attend-

ance, playing before an estimated 163,700 fans in

ten games. A crowd of 65,000 watched the Alabama

game in Birmingham and 25,000 fans attended the

Tech-Northwestern contest at the State Fair in

Shreveport.

Tech's stumbling block during the season was an

offense which failed to click at the right times. It

wasted many good scoring chances and put the

pressure on the defensive unit, which played fairly

well most of the campaign. The Bulldogs scored a

total of 83 points as compared to 205 for their foes.

Louisiana Tech fielded one of its greatest basketball teams in

1966-67, a club which posted an overall record of 19-7, captured

the Gulf States Conference championship by winning 11 of 12

league games and capped its season with an entry in the NCAA
college division tournament.

The brilliant campaign was a climax to Coach Scotty Robertson's

first three years at the Bulldog helm. His first two teams went

11-11 and 14-11 and the 1966-67 group started slowly. Then the

Canines began to move and went on to Tech's first outright cham-

pionship since 1958-59 although the 1963-64 club shared the crown.

Great team balance and a strong bench were the chief trademarks

of the 1966-67 Bulldogs. The starting lineup of centers Richard

Peek and Charlie Bishop, forward Jon Pat Stephenson and guards

Jim Pruett and Leon Barmore all averaged double figures and were

a great defensive unit. Forward Malcolm Smith, center Tommy
Gregory and guard Wayne Smith came off the bench numerous

times to help win games.

Probably the biggest factor in Tech's march to the trophy room

was a hidden one: pride and determination. Before the season started

it was said that the Bulldogs faced the greatest challenge a Tech

team ever had. It was met head-on. The result—^a season which will

be long remembered.

Mississippi

State and Ole Miss came to Ruston and both took

17-point decisions.

The Canines opened Gulf States play by bounc-

ing Nicholls State, 97-92, in Thibodaux as Jon

Stephenson scored 24. Tech took third in the Shreve-

port Holiday Classic, beating Centenary in the

consolation game after losing to Morehead State

in the first round. Barmore was named to an All-

Tourney team for the second year in a row.

Louisiana Tech entered the 1967 portion of the schedule

with a 4-5 record. But the Bulldogs won 15 of their 17

games after the turn of the year and set a school record

with 10 consecutive wins.

The first game of 1967 was at Southwestern where the

Bulldogs took a 72-66 win in what may have been the

most important victory of the year. Then followed a close

triumph over Northwestern before the only GSC loss to

McNeese in Lake Charles.

Then it was off to the races. Centenary went down in

Shreveport and Southeastern, Louisiana College, Southern

Mississippi and Nicholls State fell in rapid succession in a

home stand.

Tech won that thriller, 80-78, before 6,100 fans in

Memorial Gym. Northwestern was beaten in Natchitoches

and the Bulldogs easily avenged the loss to McNeese. Two

key road victories were garnered, one over Southeastern in

Hammond on a second-half rally after a 14-point halftime

deficit, and the other at Monroe over Northeast.

The win streak was snapped in an overtime loss at

Southern Mississippi, Barmore's last-second shot beat Louisi-

ana College and the Bulldogs romped by Centenary. The

GSC title was wrapped up with a close win over Northeast

in Ruston.

A Fast Finish

A great season was climaxed in the NCAA
College Division Tournament Midwest Re-

gional at Bloomington, 111., where the Bull-

dogs split a pair of games.

Playing without freshman stars Charlie Bis-

hop and Wayne Smith because of eligibility

rules, the Techsters opened the tourney with

a great team effort in upsetting vaunted North

Dakota 86-77. But the Canines were eliminated

from further competition by a red-hot host

Illinois State club, 89-66. Leon Barmore was

named to the all-tournament team.

Tech was the first GSC team to ever par-

ticipate in a NCAA post-season tourney.

In the annual All-GSC selections, Coach

Scotty Robertson was honored as "Coach of

the Year." Barmore, Richard Peek and Jon

Pat Stephenson were chosen to the All-GSC

second unit.

Year" in 1966. Southpaw pitcher George Stone was an AU-GSC choice. He
had a -5-4 record with a no-hitter against Northeast.

Louisiana Tech's 1966 baseball team made one of

the greatest comebacks ever recorded in Gulf States

Conference history, only to see it fall just short

and the Bulldogs finished third in the pennant race.

Coach Berry Hinton's Canines won only four of

their first 12 GSC games, but then caught fire and

took five straight doubleheaders, including five

shutout wins, and forged their way to the top of

the league. However, a double loss to Nicholls on

the last day of the season broke the string and

Tech fell back to third.

The Bulldogs ended the GSC campaign with a

14-8 record and were 23-19 overall.

Three Techsters to hit over .300 in league play

were Robert Marrus (.434), J. B. Martin (.4001

and Randell Fallin (.309). Hinton also got steady

play from infielders Rennie Howard, Billy Don

MapleSj Joe Albritton and Bill Duncan and out-

fielder Alden Reeves plus good pitching from George

Stone (5-4), Ed Walker (3-3), Roger Slack (4-0)

and Ronnie Bell (2-2).

Four standouts for Tech during the stretch run were pitcher Ed Walker, first baseman Rennie Howard, third baseman Bill Duncan and
catcher Robert Marrus. Walker came on strong to finish with a 3-3 record. Howard was a fine defensive player and clutch hitter. Duncan
was by far the best fielding third baseman in the league and Marrus led the loop in hitting with a .434 average. All but Walker were on the

AU-GSC team.
